This presentation will provide an update of the optimization enhancements delivered in DB2 z/OS for V8. The GA enhancements include (1) Complex Join, (2) Star Join optimization, (3) Predicate Sargability, (4) Visual Explain, (5) REOPT (ONCE) bind option, (6) Runstats enhancements, (7) Materialized Query Tables and (8) Page range screening.  Recent enhancements will also be discussed as part of this presentation.
More ways to challenge the DB2 z/OS Optimizer


Ever wondered what can cause the DB2 z/OS optimizer to choose a non-optimal access path? The more that you understand the challenges that make query optimization difficult to perfect, the better equipped you will be to manage the performance of your SQL queries. This presentation will cover more than just the simple correlation and data skew challenges for optimal access path selection.
